We collected all the supplies thate needed and loaded everything into the vanaki® the
13-14 hour trip to Gary, WV. We were excited togmng back to Gary and arrived at our destinaiiohigh
spirits. My youth group got to see the progrest thas made on the new headquarters building teathad
worked on during our previous trip. The buildingasvwell on its way to completion and would soon be
finished later that year supposedly.

The ghetto parts of Gary still had dusty rollingeen hills dotted with rundown coal miner project
housing. The buildings had peeling paint and bmit covered walls from the coal mine dust indhie The
buildings my youth group was housed in were stihdown and lacked some of the finer modern amenitie
(like AC in some rooms). It was definitely not tR&z Carlton to any degree. The showers werkcstitl and
crowded with 30-40 people sharing a few bathrooondbth the boys and the girls. The boys and gorddk
turns using the bathrooms of course.

Overall, the facilities were passable for livimgtemporarily. We had to use sleeping bags ama)lour
own fans to use at night to keep cool. | endetbugetting my pillow, like a dunce, and had to aseath towel
to sleep on. The first night | offered a prayardood sleep each night that week, despite forggtay pillow.
Even though | slept on a towel, it felt like | weleeping on clouds each night! | had the bespsteer!!

Once again, the focus of this trip was to worktlo& houses of people that couldn’t afford to repair
build their own homes. People were split into groto work on different homes, the headquarterklimgj, or
to work with the neighborhood children in a vacatioible school. | was put in a group that worked o
repairing two different houses. The owners couldfford to repair their homes themselves.

The first house was quaint and quite rundownnektded new porch steps and the roof fixed. | ldelpe
repair the porch steps by nailing new boards tagetind hauling wood. We quickly finished the postéps
and then concentrated on repairing the roof. Singas not afraid of heights, | was soon put to kvoailing
roof tiles down on the roof. The house was oldjteyhsoot covered, and almost two stories. The woas
flimsy and rotted out in certain places. We weile by the leaders to watch where we were walkingve
might fall through the roof, in a weak area, to #tic beneath. | enjoyed learning to roof a houSespite the
working conditions being nerve-wracking, it waseamightening experience. It got really interestiwgen one
of the leaders fell off a ladder, while bringindpag of roof tiles up the ladder to the roof. Taéder was either
balanced wrong or became overbalanced and thenovelt, while the leader was climbing up it..be
continued in next newsletter.
